PC/65/15    Declarations of Interest.

PC/66/15   Public Contribution.
a) Mr Hiscock reported overgrown vegetation obscuring drivers’ views at the Balderton Lane crossroads, and also suggested a request to NSDC for the gutters to be swept. The Clerk would report these matters. 

b) Mr Orledge, said there had been a site meeting at 1 Front Street and an agreement by N&S Homes that the portacabin could be moved to the back garden as permitted development. Views of neighbours had been sought, and it was not a planning issue. He said that it was for N&S Homes to grant permission, and they would do this for two years. Cllr Payne advised that Planning was not happy about this arrangement.
Ms Curry, owner of the portacabin, said that it would be completely screened from view on all sides.

Cllr Barlow expressed concerns about extra traffic generated by the business. Ms Curry said there would be only the occasional customer, and Mr Orledge confirmed that permission for the business would be withdrawn if there were more than 50 vehicles  a year visiting the premises for business.

b. Internal Auditor’s Report
The Clerk read out Mr Maguire’s report which advised updating the end of year figures from 26 March to 31 March once the bank statements were available. The Clerk had already done this; there was no change to the overall balance.  
c. Review of Risk Management Policy
Copies of the draft Risk Analysis had been previously circulated. Proposed by Cllr Barlow, seconded by Cllr Shaw, the policy was approved.
PC/71/15   Village Hall
a. Guttering

A section of the cast iron guttering had fallen off the building and it appeared that most of the brackets were rusting. The Conservation Officer had advised over the phone that all replacements would have to be in cast iron. If any other material was to be used, a full planning application would have to be submitted and would probably be refused. As some of the downpipes are already plastic, it was suggested that the Conservation Officer should be asked to visit and then make recommendations. The Clerk and Chairman would obtain quotes for new guttering.   
b. Toilets
Damp proofing and re-plastering had been completed. The Clerk would obtain quotes for new sanitary ware for the gents’ toilet, water heater, shower boarding / tiling and boxing in pipe work. 
c. Caretaker’s Contract 
Mr Morris had agreed and signed the new contract. The Clerk would be responsible for bookings and the collection of fees, and Mr Morris would keep a separate record of lettings for verification of the Clerk’s records. 

d. Use of Village Hall 

Cllrs agreed that when work starts on the church roof, the workmen could use the Village Hall toilets. Dates and opening arrangements to be confirmed.  
PC/72/15   Village Green and Playing Field.
a. Dog Control Order
Jeremy Hutchinson at NSDC had advised that dog control orders were recently replaced by Public Space Protection Orders. Mrs Snipe had confirmed that they would welcome the inclusion of the playing field, and it was agreed to ask NSDC to proceed with arrangements. The Clerk would enquire about  the wording and cost of signage. 
b. Mowing

Mr Chaplin was mowing the Green and field regularly. Grass cuttings were left in a pile at the side of the lane, to be collected from time to time by the Chairman as previously agreed. Mr Chaplin would be using the Parish Council mower for the field and was willing to keep it at his home. 
PC/73/15   Planning
    15/00347/FUL  Porta-cabin at 1 Front Street and change of use for business.

In response to the information from Mr Orledge re permitted development rights, it was proposed by Cllr Derbyshire, seconded by Cllr Barlow and agreed that the Parish Council would write to Newark and Sherwood Homes to express amazement that they should consider giving permission for a portacabin to be sited in a conservation area. This would set a precedent, and was unfair to everyone else who had to observe the restrictions of a conservation area. The Parish Council felt that the matter had been mishandled from the start, procedures had not been followed, and the applicants had been badly advised.  Cllr Payne suggested that copies of the letter be sent to the NSDC Chief Executive and the District Council Leader.
  PC/74/15   Correspondence 
a)   An email was received from Mr Andre Barszcz who lives next to the playing field, concerned about children entering his garden without permission to retrieve balls. Cllr Jukes said that her son plays football there regularly and she would ask him to tell the others to knock on Mr Barszcz’s  door and ask for the ball back. It would also be mentioned in the newsletter. 
b)   An invitation to the annual civic service at Southwell Minster on 28 June.

c)   A request to link the village web site to Facebook. Some Cllrs were unsure whether this was appropriate, and asked for time to look at the pages before agreeing.

a) A request for a dog bin to be installed on the footpath at the side of School House.  The Clerk would contact NSDC.
b) The edges of the Newark Road are in a very poor state. The Clerk to report this.
